0 All entrances have ADA accommodations. Both north and south entrances have elevator access in the respective
lobbies. The east entrance has an elevator southeast (to the left) of the entrance as you enter the building.
0 ADA Seating is limited, so please arrive early should someone in your party require accessible seating.
e Wheelchair Service, Hearing Assistance, and additional Assistance
O Please visit the Guest Services Desk behind section 121 on the concourse to secure a wheel chair escort or
listening device. Please note both are first come first served and wheelchairs by not be kept during the ceremony.
Wheelchair escorts will take you to and from your seating.

Do’s and Don’ts

Security:

e Please expect to go through a standard security screen upon entering H-E-B Center at Cedar Park. The screening process
includes a bag check (Bags larger than 14”x14” + backpacks are NOT permitted) and metal detection with walk-through
magnetometers and hand-held wands.

0 Anyone refusing to participate in the security screening will not permitted to enter the facility
0 If you are unable to go through a magnetometer, please let a security guard know and they will accommodate
Prohibited Items (Including, and not limited to):

e Weapons (knives, guns, pepper spray, fireworks, etc.)

e Noisemakers (air horns, whistles, rattlers, cowbells, thunder sticks and any other item that could distract others)

e Banners and/or flags

0 Signs are limited to a poster board size, 20x22 — the sign must not obstruct the view of the stage for other guests
